LOSS ATTRIBUTING QUALIFYING COMPANIES (LAQC)
We thought it timely to inform you of some LAQC housekeeping matters:

You will note the following events may jeopardise your LAQC Status:

· Shareholding change

· Director(s) move overseas

· Death of a shareholder

· Minor shareholders become major

· Company starts trading overseas

· Company expects/has a foreign non-dividend income of more that $10,000 in any year

· When Shareholders exceed 5

All these above conditions can automatically revoke the LAQC status of the Company, Losing your LAQC status may be prevented by filing new election forms etc.

Loss of LAQC Status may also trigger unexpected massive tax exposures, we remind you to inform us very early on in the piece in relation to preserving your status.

BACKUP COMPUTER INFORMATION
Few would dispute that along with human resources data is a company’s most valuable asset.  –We have recently read that research shows only 25% of small businesses in N.Z. do not back up on a daily basis – and research shows that 44% of N.Z. business has been affected by security breach in the past 12 months.
